What is the course about?


Psychology is the scientific study of mind and behaviour.  AS Psychology will give you a good grounding in the main theories that Psychologists use in explaining how humans think and behave.  You will learn about Psychology through topics such as how the memory works: what Psychologists use in their research and how Psychology can be applied in everyday life.  There are 2 modules which make up the AS qualification, these will be examined in June.  The course is for anyone who is interested in Psychology and wants to further their knowledge in a structured way.
