Course Description 


Psychology is the scientific study of mind and behaviour.  GCSE psychology will give you an introduction to the psychological study of humans.  There are 2 modules which make up the full course, Making sense of other people and Understanding other people.  


In the first module you will study Memory, Communication, Personality, Prejudice & Discrimination and Research, Methods.


You will expand on this knowledge in the second module through studying Learning, Conformity & Obedience, Sex & Gender, Aggression and further research methods.


What is the course about?


The course provides a basic introduction to psychology through a study of humans.  Psychology following specification AQA 41801/2


Course Outline


Understand the nature of psychology


Apply their knowledge to the everyday experience of humans


Carry out simple research tasks


Are there any special requirements for joining? 


No prior qualification in psychology necessary.  A reasonable standard of English and Maths is useful.


How will I learn on the course?


A variety of teaching methods will be employed including; note taking, class discussion, the use of video and DVD recordings interactive work using computers.


How will my progress be recorded?


Through the assessment of homework and other tasks marked according to the assessment objectives used in the examination.


Will there be any homework? If so, how much? 


To be successful in the modular exams you should expect to spend at least 2 hours a week on homework.


Do I need to bring anything?


We suggest that learners do not buy any books until after the first lesson in case of cancellation or changes.


A set text book (approx £20) to be advised during first lesson is recommended.  A4 lined note paper, file for storage, pens, pencils etc.
