Course Description 


You will be introduced to beaded jewellery making.  They will learn about different types of findings and materials and the pros and cons of each type.  They will learn to make a variety of their own findings.  Different types of stones will be discussed along with other types of beads, i.e. crystal, glass etc.  You will be encouraged to think about the design of the piece rather than just the mechanics of putting a piece of jewellery together. Various beading techniques will be taught; spiral stitch, wire twisting etc.  You will make the following:  Tiara, Spiral stitch bracelet, 


Wire and bead necklace





What is the course about? 


The beginners’ course aims to teach complete beginners how to make various items of jewellery to a good standard by the end of the course. 





Course Outline


You will be able to make various pieces of jewellery to a good standard


You will have mastered basic chain making


You will have had the opportunity to try bead stitching 


You will have made a piece or pieces of jewellery with advice and support from your tutor and using the techniques you have been taught.





Are there any special requirements for joining? 


No, but this type of jewellery making needs good eyesight, patience and a reasonable level of dexterity due to the small findings/beads involved.





How will I learn on the course?


 You will be taught by demonstration and this will be supplemented by handouts.  There will be plenty of opportunities to practice the skills you are taught during the sessions





How will my progress be recorded?


At the end of each course, the techniques you have been taught will be ticked off a list of skills.  Your tutor will evaluate you and you will be able to evaluate yourself.  By doing this, you will have the opportunity to decide for yourself what it is you need to work at. 





Will there be any homework? If so, how much?


No, there will not be set homework, but you will progress quicker if you practice some of the techniques at home.
