BEADED JEWELLERY cont
 
Do I need to bring anything?
You will need a set of jewellery pliers approx £18.  You will need to order and bring with you the following kit and your pliers with you to the course. You are welcome to bring any existing beads/craft materials you may wish to use in your designs.

This is what you’ll need to bring with you:
0.4mm silver or gold plated wire
A tiara band in silver or gold plated finish to match
Semi precious gemstone chips/crystal/pearls of your choice for the tiara
Needle size 10 or 12
1 reel of nymo (or similar) in a colour to match your seed beads
Bolt ring or lobster catch
Split rings
Seed beeds (size 8, which are 3mm) in 2 colours: 10grams of one colour, 15 grams of the other
0.8mm silver or gold plated wire 
30 chunky beads with a hole bigger than 0.8mm (ceramic, Indian or Chinese glass, or acrylic are good) 
Masking tape is a useful addition to your kit! 
A file or notebook would be helpful.
